Oxford German Olympiad 2024, Round 2: Tasks and Guidelines

Note that the closing date for submissions is 12 noon, Thursday, 7 March 2024
Entries should be submitted via the online form at
https://public.mml.ox.ac.uk/mml_apps/community/public/en/form?id=ogn-olympiad-2024-round2.
Any queries or questions should be directed to the Olympiad Coordinator at olympiad@mod-
langs.ox.ac.uk.

Round 1 and Round 2 are separate competitions. You can enter both, but do not need to have
completed Round 1 in order to enter Round 2.

Prize: The winner will be awarded a cash (bank transfer) prize (see individual tasks for amount)
and invited to a prize-giving ceremony at the Bodleian Library, University of Oxford, in June 2024.
The winning entries for the White Rose Prize will also be featured on the White Rose Project
website.

1. Entries should be the work of the entrant alone. Any additional assistance given by teachers or
others should be noted in the space provided in the submission form.

2. Entrants must be resident in the United Kingdom.

3. Entrants must enter the competition individually. Entries from more than 1 person will not be
considered.

4. Please note that we cannot accept postal or e-mail entries. Entries received after the deadline at
12 noon on Thursday 7 March 2024 will not be considered.

5. Files must be named in the following way: CompetitorSurnameCompetitorinitial0G02024-
Round2 (e.g. BloggsJOG02024-Round?2). Note that correct file naming is the responsibility of the
entrant.

6. Entries should be submitted in one of the following formats only: - Microsoft Word document -
PDF

Film entries should be uploaded to www.youtube.com and a copy of the link submitted via the
online form. The link must be entered in the relevant box in the online form AND copied into and
saved as a Word or PDF document (the document should only contain the link). Original work in the
form of a website link should also be submitted via the online form in the relevant box AND copied
into and saved as a Word or PDF document. Note that many schools have their own YouTube
channel which you may be able to use. YouTube also allows you to set up a private channel so that
the only people who can see

You can enter only one of the tasks below. Please note the respective age restrictions.

Oxford German Network Task

Competition open to pupils in years 9 - 12 (age 13-17)

First Prize: £100 Second Prize: £50 Third Prize: £25

Entrants should choose one of the following two topics:

1) "Brauchen wir jemanden, an den wir glauben kdnnen?" Write an essay or create a video
presentation (300-500 words or max. 5 minutes).

2) "Mode fir das Jahr 2025." Create a portfolio with text (300 - 400 words).

The White Rose Prize: Einen Brief schreiben

Competition open to pupils in years 12 and 13 or equivalent (age 16-18).

Prize: £100 and a copy of Defying Hitler: The White Rose Pamphlets by Alexandra Lloyd
(Bodleian Library Publishing, 2022). The winning entry will also be featured on the White Rose
Project website.

The White Rose (‘Die Weille Rose’) was a group of students and a professor in Munich that
wrote and distributed leaflets calling on Germans to resist Hitler.

Write a letter in German telling the story of White Rose resistance circle and/or its legacy (max.
300 words). The letter can be addressed to anyone you choose.

The competition will be judged by members of The White Rose Project. The judges’ decision is
final and no correspondence will be entered into.
